The monthly Vestry meeting was held on June 11. Here are the highlights
of that meeting:

Treasurer@ Report: Laura presented the monthly financial report. She
noted expenses were higher in May and attendance was low. May@Q
financial report was accepted as read. Financial reports are posted on the
bulletin board.

Vicar@ Report: David Bryant is working with Signs Galore to provide a
new M YxZ4¢€ sign outside the church office at a cost of $60.00. Fr David
also wants to have step-in type yard signs made, which can be done in any
guantity at Staples. Two new signs are needed at west Hwy 90 towards
Milton, and north Hwy 85 near the Garden St. signal but require heavy
metal posts that need to be professionally installed to avoid any
interference or damage to power, sewer or water lines. The cost would be
$100. Bids were accepted. The sign at the corner of Garden St. and
Hammock Ln. has been taken down by the construction company and will
be reinstalled when they are finished. Editors note: Sign has been
reinstalled.

Junior Warden@ Report: Phil reported on the status of the church doors;
he is still waiting for the contractor to find time to finish the project and is
also going to have him look at the locking bar on the west parish hall
door. The doors at St. JosephQ Hall need painting and Phil will get
estimates next week.

Landscaping improvements will be done next week and will include
removal of the bush at the south side of the driveway by the street as it
grows fast and blocks the view when pulling out onto the street.

The vestry requested that the lawn be mowed every two weeks during
the summer. Phil will contact the lawn service. There are many other
small projects in the works.

Old Business: David Bryant has been in contact with the current cleaning
service provider, Myrick, as well as three other bids for service- Coverall
@ S$S524 per month; Green Tech @ $1,115.83 per month; Perfectly Clean
@S$250 per week. David created a list of cleaning requirements for the
new contractor to agree to and sign. Mr. Myrick wants to continue
@5$82.50 per week, provide his own cleaning supplies, and will come on
Friday nights instead of Saturday, which will lessen the possibility of
fumes from the cleaning products used. A motion was made to allow
Myrick to continue for one more month, due to concerns about numerous
past problems with service and bookkeeping. A motion carried with the
stipulation that Mr. Myrick won@be told heQ being evaluated. The vestry
will decide on a permanent cleaning service at the next meeting.
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Announcements: The next rummage sale will be Saturday June 24,
2023. David will be selling quiches again.

Fr. David adjourned the meeting with a closing prayer at 11:42am.
The next vestry meeting is scheduled for July 9, 2023 at approximately
11:15 am.

Property Report for June

The church back door has a broken and cracked top frame board,
so it only locks at the bottom partially securing the building. The
locksmith has a high estimate to repair the door. | have been
looking at an alternative way to repair this door.

Every Sunday when | arrive at the church, | dislike seeng the front
door still broken. | have been working on this project, but the
Wade company just needs to come the fix the door.

EPIPHANY’S FAVORITE RECIPES

Ingredients
Cake Filling Frosting
1 package Dunkan Hinds 1 Can 50z Evaporated % Cup Unsalted
Butter Recipe Golden Milk Butter, Softened
Cake Mix 1 Cup Sugar 6 0z Cream Cheese,
2 Egg Whites 6 tbsp Unsalted Butter, Softened
% Cup (1 stick) Unsalted cubed % tsp Vanilla Extract
Butter 3 Egg Yolks, lightly % tsp Almond Extract

Directions

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees.

2. hGlrease the bottom and sides of 2, 9 inch round cake pans, the flour
Lightly.

3. Blend the mix, egg whites, softened butter, and water at low speed
until moistened.

4. Add the almond extract and hazelnut syrup and beat at medium
speed for about 3 minutes.

5. Add the finely chopped nuts and beat until well blended.

6. Add the flour, then the eggs and yolk 1 at a time, mixing well after

each addition. Add the sour cream and mix until smooth.

7. Pour batter into prepared cake pans and bake for about 30 minutes.

Cake is done when a toothpick inserted in the center of the cake comes

out clean.

8. While the cake is baking to make the filling: in a large sauce pan

combine the evaporated milk, sugar, butter and egg yolks.

9. Cook and stir over medium heat for about 10 to 12 minutes until
mixture thickens.

10. Remove from the heat, stir in almond and vanilla extracts, hazelnut

syrup, coconut and nuts. Let cool to room temperature.

11. When the cake is done, remove to cool on wire racks for 15

minutes.

12. Remove cake from pans and cool on racks completely before

frosting.

13.  While cake cools, make the frosting: beat the butter, cream

cheese, almond and vanilla extracts until smooth.

%4.ﬁGradualIy add confectionersCugar and beat in milk until light and
uffy.

15. Spread the filling between cake layers, then frost the top and sides

of the cake.

16. Garnish with slice almonds and/or pecans on top of the cake.
